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	Now’s a good time to check if your radiators are working properly.   If they feel hot at the bottom and cold at the top, they probably need ‘bleeding’ to let air out. Use a radiator bleed key, or a flat-blade screwdriver may work with more modern radiators. First turn off the heating, then fit the key or screwdriver onto the valve at the top of the radiator. Have a rag ready underneath to catch any drips and wear protective gloves. Slowly twist anti-clockwise, and you'll begin to hear a hissing which is air escaping as water rises to the top. Shut the valve once the water starts to escape.
